THE HISTORY OF VERVENA’S AMERICA FRATERNITY

A group of young and restless Verveniotes left their poor village Mtintl in search of a falter life. With
them they carried two virtues; a strong work ethic (a legacy left to them by their ancestors) and a
deep-rooted and committed love for their homeland, They proved themselves worthy and they filled
those whom they left behind with a great sense or pride, Tidy worked and persevered, the end result
being their successful establishment in a foreign land, prosperity and the satisfaction of demonstrating
their worthiness.

In 1901, these young men came together and established a small Fraternity with the role purpose of
helping their poor motherland. From this point forward, the decorated history of this village begins; a
history promulgated by the creation and existence of this Fraternity.

This small Fraternity grew and encompassed all of the young Verveniotes who found themselves within
the same metropolitan area. With pride and honor these young men carried the Fraternity’s banner as
a symbol of their love and commitment to their homeland; a commitment which has withstood one
hundred years.

The assistance that these young men provided to Vervena is noteworthy. They provided dowries for
their sisters. They bought land. They built homes. They provided assistance to less fortunate fellow
patriots, and deftly responded to each of its homeland's. needs, lending the village a unique strength.
Finally, they established various public institutions, which have benefited not only the village of
Vervena, itself, but other areas which these people inhabited.
